The John H. Coolidge Legacy

John H. Coolidge was born in Galesburg, Illinois, 
but the home of his youth was Greesnburg, Kan. 
Coolidge graduated from Kansas State College 
and began his Extension career in 1926. He 
served as county agent in Gray and Coffey coun-
ties. In the 1930s, he served as a fi eldman in the 
associations that are now known as Kansas Farm 
Management Associations North Central and 
South Central. 

In 1940, Coolidge became a State Farm Man-
agement Specialist in Manhattan. He provided 
leadership for the developing Kansas Farm Man-
agement Associations, developed the Kansas Tax 
Institute Program, and held countless farm re-
cord, farm management and income tax schools 
in Kansas until his retirement in 1969. Through-
out his life, Coolidge had a tremendous effect on 
the shaping and development of these programs. 
He died Nov. 21, 1988 in Sun City, Ariz.  

Fund Purpose

The fund enhances Kansas Farm Management 
Association programs developed at K-State for 
Kansans. Our focus is on recruitment, orienta-
tion and training of prospective KFMA econo-
mists. We also emphasize professional develop-
ment for current economists and leadership of 
the KFMA program.
